E. Superintendent’s Update




1.
Construction Progress Report by FGM Architects.  Representatives of FGM, Holland Construction, and Bric Engineering presented High School Construction update information to the Board.  

Kevin Meyer from FGM stated that since July, FGM has

a) met with local fire departments to review sewer and water plans

b) held several design meetings

c) planned future meetings with district staff to discuss individual department needs

d) moved from the Schematic Design phase to the Construction Document phase of the project.  

e) Prepared the Earthwork Bidding Package which is expected to be released in August for bid award in September.

f) Worked with Holland Construction to refine cost estimates of the project.  The base bid package has been identified and several alternate bids have been identified in an attempt to keep costs down.

g) Identified 8 alternate bids including the all weather track and amphitheater.

h) Reduced the size of the building from 125,000 square feet to approximately 117,000 square feet primarily by reducing the gymnasium from 2 stories to one.

Fred Dintleman spoke on behalf of Holland Construction and reviewed the building cost estimates and the purpose of the alternate bids.  He reviewed Holland’s Original Cost opinion and compared it to the most recent cost opinion.  Eight construction components were reviewed.   See attachments 1 and 2.  If estimated costs are accurate, and all alternates are accepted, the cost of the building would be approximately 1.5 million dollars more than what is available.  Utility costs appear to be much higher than what was originally estimated as well as “soft” costs.  The representative from Bric Engineering explained that much of the higher utility costs were a result of new building code regulations.

Board Members asked several questions dealing with cost estimates, alternates, bidding/construction climate, room sizes, etc.

Mr. Rahm reviewed a change in the “grading” procedure at grades K, 1, & 2 at New Baden Elementary.  Teachers in those grades will no longer give grades in Science and Social Science but will focus on students mastering skills.  Students in these grades who need it will also receive extra help in Reading and Math. 

Mr. Freeze reported that the Jr. High is starting an anti-bullying club (Shout), and that staff members are looking into the possibility of the Jr. High becoming a “Teaching Tolerance Model School”.
