E. Superintendent Report
1. It is expected that groundwork for the water pressure booster pump will be completed during the Christmas Vacation Break.  If the pump arrives during break it will be installed.  If it arrives after break, it can be installed with a minimum of time and effort with water not being shut off.  The pump should arrive at the latest in early January.

2. A Special Board Meeting is likely in late January or early February in order to expedite submission of final paperwork to the Capital Development Board.

3. The Big Brothers/Big Sisters program has begun with 11 pairs of Littles and Bigs.  It is possible that additional pairs will be added as more Bigs are vetted.

4. Title I Funding has increased by approximately $50,000.  The Title I program is at NBE Elementary where free/reduced lunch eligibility is about 70%.  Comparatively, TE’s free/reduced lunch percentage is about 30%.  The additional funding this year will be used in part for an additional Reading/Math aide.  Wesclin is in the process of moving from a “Targeted Assistance” to a “Schoolwide” Title I program.  Schoolwide programs have greater flexibility in how money can be used.

5. The ROE School Board Dinner is Feb. 23 at Bretz Winery in Carlyle.

1. Mr. Isenhower reported that the Senior Citizen Luncheon as well as the 1st Host Basketball Tournament went very well.
