The strategic plan was given to the board members to review. Discussion and approval will be next month.
Fund balances presented won’t change in August. Auditors will be here in August to wrap up their audit. We deficit spent this year because of construction costs. Next month the tentative budget will be presented.
Soccer coaches are proposing to install 2 fields on the north side of high school building. This space had been planned for these fields to be put into place there. One field is for practice and one field is for game play. Both boys and girls teams will use these facilities. The plan is to kill the grass and weeks, disc it up, seed it, straw it and then water and maintain. The coaches hope to have the fields ready for the 16/17 season. Soccer teams are fundraising to pay. Perm-a-green is charging $4,500 in material cost only, no labor costs are charged. Complaints of using the existing fields for games have been heard by coaches. The girl’s field is crowned and not conducive for playing soccer. The boy’s field is not the maximum high school regulation size. The board agreed they would like more info from surrounding schools on the sizes and maintenance of soccer fields before going forward.

Warranty work mostly was finished by contractors. Walk thru by FGM will be on Tuesday, July 21.  ADA work is not completed. This will be addressed through the school year and worked around the school schedule.
