E. Superintendent Report
Supt. Filyaw explained that an inspection by the Attorney General’s office had identified areas in the new high school that do not comply with the American Disabilities Act.  Tim Kwiatkowski and Kevin Meyer, architects with FGM, explained how differences in the State of Illinois and Federal Disabilities laws resulted in FGM’s failure in design.  Mr. Kwiatkowski apologized for the errors and stated that FGM would be responsible for making the required corrections.  Most work will occur during this summer, although work in the official’s dressing room and locker rooms may extend into next school year.  The work will cost approximately $128,000 for which FGM will pay the district. 

Draft copies of the Elementary and Middle School Handbooks were distributed.  The draft of the High School Handbook will be sent to Board Members in the next few days.  Board Members were asked to review the handbooks before action to be taken at the July Board Meeting.  

A planning retreat will be held by the Board sometime this summer with the date yet to be determined.
