Our school district boundary lines are not necessarily listed anywhere for viewing but it has always been followed that the East side of Route 160 providing bussing to Trenton and the West side of Route 160 provides bussing to New Baden. The request from two families is to provide bussing from a daycare on the East side of Route 160 to New Baden Elementary. The bus would use their private drive as a turnaround to reduce time for that bus route rather than travelling further on down the road to a more suitable turnaround point.  Mr. Buzzard asked if private drives are used currently for bus turnarounds.  Mr. Rahm responded that there are. Mrs. Litteken is not in favor of changing the route and setting a precedent. Mrs. Wellen is torn on the decision, but ultimately doesn’t want to set a new precedent. Mr. Buzzard is in favor of providing bussing to New Baden Elementary from the day care.
