Registration – Registration is scheduled for August 3 and August 4 district wide. 

HVAC/Roof Replacement and Trenton Elementary Update –  After meeting with Bric Engineers and FGM, the bid specs are being prepared. Currently there is no A/C in the kitchen. Looking to see what the costs will be to add A/C in the kitchen. The current boiler is from 1996. If there is no evidence of asbestos being present, the boiler will be removed. The current locker rooms by the stage will be abandoned and not renovated because of ventilation not being up to specifications. A special board meeting is anticipated to approve HVAC/Roof bids in April.
Concrete – The concrete installer (Thiems) and their attorney, Ryan Savage from Holland Construction, and myself and our attorney met on Friday, March 4 to discuss our concerns regarding the concrete.   More information will be available later.
