E. Superintendent Report
1) The Board briefly discussed whether or not off-site fundraisers held by booster groups should be allowed to serve alcohol.  The question will be included as an action item in the November Board agenda.

2) The Boys Basketball Fundraiser raised approximately $10,000 of which $5,880 was reimbursed to the school as chair seat ticket money. Some questions have been raised regarding a similar fundraiser for girls basketball and whether or not the boys basketball fundraiser should have included seats for girls and boys games.

3) A local church, in cooperation with New Baden Elementary staff, is providing weekend snack packs for the district’s neediest families.  Discretion will be used in identifying families and providing the food to the families.

A.
Audit Presentation

Mr. John Schomaker of the auditing firm of Rice, Sullivan presented the district’s FY 14 Audit Report.  

Mr. Schomaker reported that:

1) The Audit Opinion concluded that the district financial practices followed the standards of the Illinois State Board of Education.  

2) No material weaknesses or significant deficiencies were discovered in internal control. 

3) No instances of non-compliance were identified, and

4) The federal single audit revealed compliance and no signs of weaknesses or deficiencies.

Mr. Schomaker also reported that all District Fund Balances remain positive, but that, significant decreases have occurred in several funds particularly the Education Fund.   This places pressure on the Board to carefully examine all anticipated revenues and expenditures.

No Management Letter was issued since there were no material weaknesses of deficiencies.

Mr. Schomaker distributed the audit SAS letter to the Board which generally describes the terms, conditions, and findings of the audit.

They earned this honor through a process that included an audio recording as well as letters of recommendations from area high school and college band directors.

Megan Washburn has been selected to participate in the NAfME (National Association for Music Education) Honors Concert Band. She is one of only 13 music students from the entire state that will perform in either a concert band, mixed chorus, or orchestra at the festival in Nashville, Tennessee in late October. She will perform in a concert on the stage at the Grand Ole Opry on Wednesday, October 29. She received this inclusion through a video audition and letters of recommendation.
