E. Superintendent Report
1. Progress has been limited due to rain, but demolition has been started on the track.  Ryan Savage, Holland Construction, stated that in the last two weeks there has been only 1 work day.  Only 5 days of the last 17 have been work days.  In that time, gym footings have been poured.  Photo updates were distributed.

2. Wesclin’s attorney is working with Wesclin’s architect to prepare a response to the insurance company regarding the roofs at New Baden Elementary and the Jr/Sr High.

3. Board Member training is mandatory.  Informational packets listing training opportunities were distributed.

4. Governor Quinn is proposing that Regular Transportation State Aid be reduced from its current proration of 75% to 19%.  This would result in a decrease in this funding line from about $60,000 to $4,000.  

5. Proposed Handbook Changes for the 2013-14 school year were distributed.  Board Members were asked to review the proposed changes and contact Supt. Daum should they have questions.

6. Registration dates for the Elementary Schools are May 28, 29.  Jr/Sr High School Registration dates are July 31 and August 1.
