E. Superintendent Report

Update on Construction Progress



Kevin Meyer and several representatives from FGM and Fred Dintleman, representative from Holland Construction, updated the Board on High School Building progress.

Since August,

a) Several meetings have been held to gather input from district staff regarding building preferences.  Staff input resulted in some class room sizes being increased.

b) The building site package was advertised and bids awarded.

c) Pre-construction meetings have been held with the contractors awarded bids.

d) Equipment began arriving Oct. 5 and a Groundbreaking Ceremony was held on Oct. 15.

Additionally, a slide show and samples were presented to support updated diagrams, schematics, and artist renderings of the inside and outside of the building.  Color schemes and material samples were shown representing the outside of the building and different interior areas.  

The Board determined that the Superintendent will have authority to approve change orders of $50,000 or less.

Insurance Update on Hail Damage to Roofs/Vehicles

There was hail damage to three vehicles and the NBE and Jr/Sr High Roof on September 25.  Damage to the vehicles amounted to $17,687.55 of which insurance covered except for a $500 deductible.

Information is still being gathered regarding the damage to the roofs.  Information will be forthcoming.

Bright Star Award

Wesclin received a Bright Star Award.  This award is given to school districts that score in the top 1/3 of academic achievement while spending in the bottom quarter of school districts.  Wesclin has received the award for several years.

Nancy Walters spoke regarding the practice of having students exempt from P.E. due to a doctor’s note for health reasons do written work as an alternate to physical activity.  She questioned the motivations of the assignment and asked the Board to review this practice.  Supt. Daum responded that he would look into the issue and work to bring it to resolution.

Clay Macke requested information regarding the district’s policy on residency.  i.e.  If students are not living in the district’s boundaries are they entitled to attend school at Wesclin.  He was asked by Dr. Fridley to contact Mr. Daum to obtain and share information.

Stephanie Pfeffer addressed the Board to ask what had been done since the August Board Meeting regarding her request that the front doors at TE and NBE be locked in order to provide better security.  Mr. Daum responded that the district’s architects were reviewing the question and hoped to develop a solution that could be funded through Life Safety dollars….but that there was no solid timeline for the work at this time.  Mrs. Pfeffer would like the solution sooner rather than later and said that the PTG’s would be willing to raise money to fund the installation of buzzers, etc.

A. Audit Report
John Schomaker from the firm of Rice Sullivan reviewed the recently completed audit of FY12.  Mr. Schomaker reported that:
1. The district followed the ISBE guidelines for cash accounting.

2. Internal control and compliance to governmental regulations was very good and there was no need to issue a management letter

3. All funds have positive fund balances, but some funds have decreasing fund balances and this is reason for concern.

4. The district’s financial score fell from a perfect 4.0 to a 3.8 due to the sale of construction bonds and the resulting debt.
