ReadyGen Reading Series
Motion by Paul Josias, seconded by Tina Litteken to purchase the ReadyGen reading series not to exceed $170,000.
Mrs. Filyaw described the different parts of the reading series, how it is taught, how much time is spent teaching it, and what the components are for the teacher and student. Our curriculum needed to be tightened up on our our test scores. District-wide meetings will be held after completion of Unit 1 to analyze the progress between the schools and to keep all teachers/students on tract.  Several visitors had comments about the ReadyGen Reading series.

A man who only identified himself as Jarod wanted to know how the teachers were going to prepare for this series. Did they have to take their own time during the summer to prepare? Do special education teachers have to figure this out on their own with no training? Would like information posted on the website about this reading series, would like the financial impact of the series posted on the website, would like the academic impact of the series posted on the website. Would like information about Pearson Education posted on our website. Have we considered other reading series? No one in the community knew anything about this change. If we are not willing to put this information on the website, then he stated the information could be FOIA’d.
Another unidentified man asked if any other local schools have ReadyGen. Mrs. Filyaw answered that Okawville is purchasing it also.

A woman that refused to give her name stated that the ratings on ReadyGen are awful. When questioned about her name so that the board could reach out to her to share information about the reading series with her, she stated, “Don’t worry about it.”
Stephanie Weight said she concerned about how this will affect our test scores. She said she thought Wesclin’s test scores were pretty good. She is also concerned about the individual adaptation to this series. It also puts a lot of pressure on the teacher. She questioned why the teachers can’t choose their own way to teach the same curriculum through their own adaptations. What are the other schools outcomes with using this series? She is concerned that there will be no independent study. She will be sharing with Mrs. Filyaw some of these articles and research that she has been finding on the internet.  Mrs. Filyaw stated that our test scores actually are not that great in the upper elementary grades and this is because of holes in our curriculum, our teachers are great.
