E. Superintendent Report
Covid 19 Update

Two students were COVID positive. No other students have been affected. With the mask wearing and social distancing, we can see that it is keeping the spread manageable.
30 Desks are on order and arriving November 2. We have several students transitioning back from online learning. There are still 9-10 students per grade level that are still learning online. The transition back to school went well.

The Trenton Village recently had an outbreak at their facility. This could affect our matrix for determining in-person/remote learning. I will be trying to find out more information in the next days.
School Report Card Information and School Designations
Due to Covid 19, students did not take the state assessment.  Therefore, the school designations remained the same for the 2019-2020 and 2020-2021 school year.  .
Facility Use
The factors that impact facility use are based on the ISBE and IDPH guidelines.  In January we will receive more information on new guidelines from the IDPH on whether facilities can be used for sports, etc.

BB/SB Field Restoration

Mr. Freeze has proposed restoring the entrance at WHS and taking down the fencing, backstop fencing and redoing the dugout at the fields between the middle school and high school. Demolition costs could be about $2,500. Scrap metal would be sold. First part of demo would be fencing installed between the two dugouts on each side of the field, connecting them. Bids are being sought, estimates could be about $7,000.
Bond Refinancing

We received word that our Bond has been approved for refinancing. This will be a savings of $86K.
