Remote Learning/In Person Instruction Metrics Based on Community Numbers
Mrs. Filyaw explained that Wesclin School District will be following an in-person instruction metrics based on the positivity rate in our communities of Trenton and New Memphis and New Baden.
If the following occurs for 2 consecutive weeks, we transition to remote:

· .65% or 59+ positive cases or higher – all facilities are closed. Everyone is remote. Only essential employees report to the building.

· .45% (41-58 positive cases) Everyone is remote (k-12)

· PreK – Modified In-Person Schedule

· Grade K-12 who requested supervision and special education as determined by remote learning IEP is In Person (including ECE)

· .3% (27-40) 2-12 remote

· ECE/PreK – Grade 1  -  In Person

· Grade 2-12 who re quested supervision and special education as determined by remote learning IEP is In Person (including ECE)

· .25% (23-26) 6-12 remote

· ECE/PreK – Grade 5 – In Person

· Grade 6-12 who previously requested supervision and special education as determined by remote learning IEP is In Person (including ECE)

· Less than .25% (22 or less)

· Everyone is In Person Learning

Remote Learning/In Person Instruction Metrics Based on Student/Staff Numbers

Mrs. Filyaw explained the guideline to be used for COVID positivity with Student or classroom teacher during school or unrelated to school attendance. 


Grades PreK-5

· If a student/teacher is COVID positive, the entire class will be sent home for 14 day quarantine. It is anticipated that the entire class will be in quarante and class will be held remotely for 14 days.

· If a student/teacher is in quarantine due to close contact of an individual unrelated to school, no closures will be necessary.


Grades 6-12

· If 5+ students or staff are COVID positive, contact tracing will be conducted to determined the number of individuals affected and the number of individuals that will be required to be quarantined.

· If 10% or more of the staff and/or students are required to be quarantined due to a school infection, the entire section of that grade will go remote for at least the 14 day quarantine period.

· If a student/staff is quarantined due to close contact of an individual unrelated to school, no class/building wide closures will be necessary.
· If a student has COVID-like symptoms, we will work with the health department to conduct contact tracing. In addition, we will encourage the family to work with their medical provider to determine if there is an alternative diagnosis. It may be necessary to cancel classes for the day (or more) so we can determine if it is necessary for the entire class to quarantine.
