Superintendent Report

School Nurse – To implement necessary safety precautions, I am recommending adding a second school nurse. This position will be funded through Title 1, PreK and Tort. The future of this position looks to replace Nurse Rita after she retires at the end of the 2020-2021 school year.

Hand Sanitizer Stations will be added to each classroom.


Phase 3 guidance of Extended School – we will begin our extended school year on Monday, June 15, 4 days a week, Monday-Thursday. We have 20 students that will attend our summer school program. Students will be transported by parents, will attend for a one hour session, one student at a time. Temperatures will be taken before entering the building. Our Summer Driver’s Ed will also begin with two student drivers and the instructor.

Phase 3 guidance for return to Play/Sports – waiting for guidelines from IHSA. When allowable, our weightlifting will start with a limited # of students in the room, temperatures taken, and students wiping all equipment down after each use.


Online Registration will be offered this school year. The secretaries are getting it set up for July launch.
